Historic Boston Tour

Boston, Massachusetts, the "Birthplace of American Revolution" abounds in history.  Highlights of this tour are the Old State House, Beacon Hill, King's Chapel (the first Anglican Church in New England), Touro Synagogue (oldest Synagogue in the country) and highlights on the Freedom Trail. After viewing these sites there is time for lunch and shopping at the world famous Quincy Market.  This afternoon, visit the Charlestown Navy Yard to see the USS Constitution, the USS Cassin Young and the Constitution Museum.  Step back in time to the world of the 1960's through dramatic exhibits including rare television footage, personal family keepsakes and gifts from throughout the world.

Historic Newport

Newport boasts the largest number of original Colonial buildings of any city in the country. Newport’s magnificent harbor draw’s boats from around the world, confirming its reputation as a sailing capital.  It is also famous for mansions built in the 1800's by the wealthy and used only in the summer months, hence the term "summer cottages".   See many sites in this beautiful and historic city on a driving tour.  Then take an audio tour of the spectacular Vanderbilt Mansion (The Breakers). This mansion has been a “must see” for anyone visiting Newport.  Built in 1895 for the Vanderbilt family, this 70-room estate was modeled after a northern Italian Renaissance Palace. The most spectacular room is the Dining Room, lavishly decorated with red alabaster, bronze, and gilt.  Particularly noteworthy are the 18th century reception hall and the great hall, which is more than two stories high and arrayed with marble columns, plaster, corniches and plaques.  There will be free time for lunch and shopping downtown in Scenic Brick Marketplace and Bannister’s Wharf.  This afternoon head over for a tour of the Newport Navy Base.  Conway tours has clearance to get on the base, but we will need someone on the motorcoach known as the trusted traveler. (Military personnel that hold a (Blue) Retiree ID.
